Introduces great works of art to children;


Helps children to look at art with more depth than, “That is a nice picture.”  i.e.  “List three words that describe the sky in this painting.”

The questions are open-ended so there are no right or wrong answers.  It helps kids formulate opinions and learn how to express their ideas.


The book introduces art from various time periods, including 20th century art.

We would do a painting a week, and then sometimes reproduce something from the painting in a craft time.

10-15 minutes of book time.  I would lay out materials for my child, but then let her work on a project while I did other things.
