Draw Today is an Instructional Concept called “Foundations in Art”, designed to provide a successful drawing experience learning how to draw a realistic likeness.  





The basic materials used are charcoal pencils, erasers, and tortillions.  It uses charcoal as the medium, which is used to cover the entire surface and then smoothed to function as a surface ground.  Grids and rulers are used to scale the image to a full size.





The technique used is a classical technique called ‘Grasaille’, and has been used in art for centuries.  Using the eraser as a drawing tool can be traced back to the Renaissance and is called ‘Chiarosuro’.





Students will learn:  How to draw realistically,  the use of classical art tools, the importance and function of ‘value’, the concept of negative and positive space, the concept of grids, scaling and their historical reference, various erasing and blending techniques and how to constructively evaluate their work.
