This is a series of four books each with an appropriate age range indicated.  The first 3 books are designed to be read with your children.  The last book is designed for the student to read and then discuss with the parent.

This series is designed to “help parents shape their children’s character, particularly in the area of sexuality.”  It helps parents communicate with their kids about a subject that some find difficult and/or embarrassing to talk about.  The authors feel that it is important for parents to be proactive when discussing sexuality with their kids – it is important to discuss these topics before the “twisted ideas of the world have a chance to take root.”  Each book is written with a specific age group in mind.





How do you fit this into a school day/how do you schedule this product:   


I use this series as the topic comes up in my home.  As my children ask questions or this topic comes up in other ways in our life, we read the books with our kids.  We’ve found that the first book is appropriate to read at the suggested age range.  The other books we prefer to use at the later end of the age range.





How much parental involvement?  How much student time required at each session?


The first three books are designed to be read to the student.  The first two of those books are relatively short and are easy to read all at once – they are in “storybook” format.  The third book takes a little longer to work through.  Every book can be read at whatever pace is appropriate for you and your kids. 





The fourth book is written to the student.  However, most parents will want to also read the book and discuss it with their children.
