How do you fit this into a school day/how do you schedule this product:   


This is probably best taught in a big block of time.  Mixing the colors and cleaning up is time consuming--so a 2-3 hour block of time would probably work best. Probably 3-4 sessions would be enough to finish this course.





How much parental involvement?  How much student time required at each session?


For older or highly motivated students this can be taught with no parent involvement. Two to three hour blocks of time would work best. For younger or less motivated students, you might want to buy the extra student kit and do it along with them, or at least watch the video with them before they begin to paint. You do not need to read anything or prepare anything before you pop in the video and begin the program. All materials except water and paper towels are included.





Name two or three things you feel it is important for customers to know about this product before they purchase?


The student does not need previous drawing experience, but the first paintings will be on a pre-printed drawing


The student will spend quite a bit of time learning how to mix colors, etc. There are enough paints and supplies to do several paintings after the initial instruction is completed. 


The student will do a free style painting with step by step instructions given by the video teacher. The results are amazing.
